Children of Our Home Foundation

Pi Rung, formerly with Compassion International and now a member of 
Our Home Chapel, is helping 
us start a foundation for the 
children of the slums in 
Bangkok. Papers are being 
submitted to the government.

We are now setting up a 
website where you can sponsor 
a child. The funds will go to 
help that child complete his or 
her education. This church 
based foundation will also 
follow up on these children to 
teach them about Jesus, how to 
stay away from drugs and how to deal with the myriad temptations 
available to them in the slums. We want to give these children a future and 
a hope. 

Youth Group Project
Our Youth Group at Our 
Home Chapel made a 
commitment to build a new 
roof for Elpis School, our 
school for refugee children 
in Mae Sot.  The cost will 
be about US$3,000. The 
group has raised almost 
75% of the money they 
need and is expected to hit 
their target in the next few weeks. All the money has been raised within 
Thailand. The group has received donations 
from church members, businesses and by setting 
up “donation sites” at major pedestrian bridges 
in Bangkok, often making $100 or more in three 
hours!
